Luke 13:6-9 
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Emphasis: God’s patience will end 
• Seems to be focused toward Israel, but 
• Don’t miss the individual application 
• We have no inherent right to salvation 
• With privilege comes responsibility 
• Divine judgement is more dreadful than physical 

judgement

• Inward growth (cf. Matthew 21:43) 

• Matthew 9:36-38 
• Saving souls (cf. Luke 10:1-16)
